The state is currently under an RFP and will either be continuing with a better plan with Emblem or be giving the plan to a new firm. I have no details on this.

Guest Speaker- Crystal Collette from the Office of the Aging-Crystal gave an excellent overview of many of the services available to retirees through her office. She also plans to send Karen the presentation with links for members since there was so much information.  
LEGISLATIVE UPDATES – COLA bill, Health Care Diminishment Bill, and the Skilled Nursing Care issue, and IRMMA and newly introduced legislation by Assemblyman Jones from Plattsburgh to allow retirees to choose a plus 1 for insurance purposes.  We are still asking for calls, emails, and letters to legislators on our PEF sponsored bills.  The governor wants an on time 4/1 budget so it is likely one will be here soon if not today.
